The primary objective of their work is the rapid delivery of goods and services in the direct support of operational requirements.  It requires knowledge of applicable laws, FAA AMS policies and guidelines.

	DPA Level II (Intermediate) – Certification Requirements

	Individuals with Level II Delegated Procurement Authority are granted limited procurement authority to award purchase orders or Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) Orders utilizing commercial or simplified purchase methods, up to $50,000 (or as defined in AMS) for goods and services. At this level, development continues and includes collaboration and possible short-term rotational assignments with individuals who are Contract Specialists/Officers in the field or center.

	Formal education is not required, however at least 15 semester hours from among the following disciplines: law, accounting, business, finance, contracts, purchasing, economics, industrial management, marketing, quantitative methods, or organization, and management is desired.
