	Target Audience Description
	The target audience for ILS certification includes individuals who meet any of the following criteria:

· Occupy 0346 series positions
· Responsible for supporting/advising Acquisition Program Managers or Service Team Leaders to ensure the integration of all logistics support elements throughout the AMS lifecycle
· Chair an Integrated Logistics Management Team (ILMT)
· Monitor, evaluate, plan, implement, manage and maintain one or more ILS element(s) (e.g., maintenance planning, maintenance support facilities, direct-work maintenance staffing, supply support, support equipment, technical data, training and training support, packaging handling, storage, and transportation computer resources support)
· Support ILS Managers to implement, maintain, and monitor one or more ILS element(s)
· Collateral function – may have a Delegation of Procurement Authority (DPA) which carries additional training requirements set forth in the Acquisition Management System  (see separate DPA policy).


	ILS Level I (Entry) - Certification Requirements


	Description


	Level I establishes fundamental competencies to implement, maintain, and monitor the ILS element, and the interdependent elements, that an individual directly supports.  Development at the entry level lays the foundation for career progression and is designed to prepare qualified and motivated ILS professionals for positions of increasing responsibility. In addition, some ILS professionals may hold a Delegation of Procurement Authority which has additional training and certification requirements.

	Education 
	Formal education is not required for certification.  

	Experience 


	Minimum requirement for entry into level:  At least two years of current (within the last three years) work experience providing direct support in the implementation, maintenance, and monitoring of an ILS element (e.g., Maintenance Planning,; Supply Support; Training, Training Support & Personnel Skills; Computer Resources Support; Maintenance Support Facilities; Packaging, Handling, Storage & Transportation; Technical Data; Direct Work Maintenance Staffing; and Support Equipment).

One year may be waived for having either a four-year college degree or a Master’s degree.

· Demonstrated proficiency in successfully applying Level I competencies

	To maintain FAA certifications, individuals must earn 20 continuous learning (CL) points through completion of skills currency training every two years.


	Terms and Conditions
	All acquisition certifications are competency-based.  Applicants for certification must provide evidence of fulfillment of the competencies at the level they are applying for certification.  By signing the application, supervisors of applicants acknowledge their concurrence with the level of the competency achieved.
Acquisition Integrated Logistics Support professionals at Level I must complete training 24 months after assignment to the position or effective date of this policy (whichever occurs later),  unless a waiver for additional time is granted.

	ILS Level II - Certification Requirements

	Description


	Level II establishes fundamental competencies to monitor, evaluate, plan, implement, manage and maintain an ILS element, and ensure integration of support elements.  As the employee progresses within this level they are introduced to project management principles through training and development assignments.  Although specialization in an ILS element is emphasized at the beginning of this level, the individual should later broaden their background toward a broader expertise in other ILS elements.   

Pre-requisite: Standards for development at Level I must be met before progressing to Level II.

	Education 
	Formal education is not required for certification.  

	Experience 


	Minimum requirement for entry into level:  At least three years of current (within the last five years) work experience in planning, executing, and managing an ILS element and support elements.  

One year may be waived for having either a four-year college degree or a Master’s degree in a relevant field of study (e.g., Logistics Management).

	Terms and Conditions
	All acquisition certifications are competency-based.  Applicants for certification must provide evidence of fulfillment of the competencies at the level they are applying for certification.  By signing the application, supervisors of applicants acknowledge their concurrence with the level of the competency achieved.
Acquisition Integrated Logistics Support professionals at Level II must complete training 36 months after assignment to the position or effective date of this policy (whichever occurs later), unless a waiver for additional time is granted.

	ILS Level III - Certification Requirements


	Description


	Level III establishes fundamental competencies to strategically plan, lead, integrate, manage, and advocate the integration of all ILS support elements in the entire AMS lifecycle.  This level emphasizes in-depth knowledge of ILS at an enterprise level.  Management and leadership training is emphasized at this level.     

Pre-requisite:  Standards for development at Level II must be met before progressing to Level III.

	Formal education is not required for certification.  

	Experience 


	Minimum requirement for entry into level:  At least five years of current (within the last ten years) planning, executing, and managing the integration of all ILS support elements.  

One year may be waived for having either a four-year college degree or a Master’s degree in a relevant field of study (e.g., Logistics Management).
