A Fundamental Principles

1 Standards of Conduct for FAA Employees Revised 10/2005

a. Transactions relating to the expenditure of funds require the highest degree of public trust
and an impeccable standard of conduct. The general rule is to strictly avoid any conflict of
interest or even the appearance of a conflict of interest in FAA-contractor relationships.

b. The CO, other integrated product team members, or anyone directly involved in conducting
a procurement are to comply with 5 CFR 2635, Standards of Ethical Conduct for Employees of
the Executive Branch, and 18 U.S.C. 201-209, 216.

c. Letters of commendation to contractors or their employees must be reviewed by the Office
of the Chief Counsel.

d. FAA personnel should consult their cognizant legal counsel about any questions or
issues pertaining to standards of conduct.
