[image: image2.wmf]Sound acquisition management often requires the integration of many critical functional disciplines working to the common purpose of fielding a high-quality, trouble-free product or service. These disciplines vary, depending on the type of program, but typically include management of requirements, test and evaluation, deployment planning, logistics support, procurement planning, real property management, configuration management, systems engineering including interface management, transition manage​ment, quality assurance, reliability, maintainability, availability, human factors, software engineering, system safety management, risk management, environment and energy, occupational safety and health, and security. The following specific policy requirements apply to these functional disciplines. FAST contains additional guidance for each.
