Summary of Change:  Signed memorandum delegating authority from the Administrator to the Deputy Chief Counsel to suspend and debar contractors doing business with the FAA under contracts, grants, cooperative agreements, and other transactions.

Reason for Change:  Only the Administrator may suspend and debar contractors. The Air Traffic Management Performance Improvement Act of 1996 gives the Administrator power to carry out agency functions, including authority to delegate those functions and duties.  By signed memorandum, the Administrator delegated suspension and debarment authority.  This change adds the memorandum to the list of other delegations in FAST Procurement Toolbox.

The Air Traffic Managex_hent System Performance Improvement Act of 1996
(effective November 8, 1996), being Title II of the Federal Aviation
Reauthorization Act of 1996, Public Law 104-264, enacted October 9, 1996,
expressly grants the Administrator autonomy in carrying out the functions of
the agency, including the authority to "delegate and authorize successive
redelegations of, to an officer or employee of the Administration, any
function, power or duty conferred upon the Administrator, unless such
delegation is prohibited by law."

By the authority vested in me as Administrator of the FAA, I hereby
delegate the authority to serve as the Suspension and Debarment Official in
matters involving contractors who do business with the FAA under
