	COTR Certification Requirements



	Description
	COTRs are designated by the CO and perform the following roles: (1) a technical information conduit, (2) a contracting and technical liaison, and (3) a business partnership manager.

	Education 
	There are no specific educational requirements for COTR certification.

	Experience 
	There are no specific experience requirements for COTR certification.

	Core Training Requirements


	All COTRs are required to complete the following training courses within 180 days of designation as a COTR:

· FAA04200 - COR/COTR Basic Training or Equivalent

· FAA30200338 - PRISM Acceptance Training (Online Course)

	Other Certifications 
	COTRs are not required to hold any additional external certifications.

	Certification Maintenance Requirements
	40 hours of continuous learning must be completed every 2 years beginning from the date of initial certification.  


	Terms and Conditions
	Acquisition COTRs are expected to attain FAA certification within the designated timeframe, unless a waiver for additional time is granted.

All acquisition certifications are competency-based.  Applicants for certification must provide evidence of fulfillment of the competencies for certification.  By signing the application, supervisors of applicants acknowledge their concurrence with the level of the competency achieved.
Failure to attain certification may result in reassignment or other actions, in accordance with FAA employee relations and AMS policy.
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
