DESCRIPTION OF REQUEST: This change is to place the FAA System Safety Handbook (SSH) into FAST.  The SSH has been completely rewritten over the past year to provide guidance on how to implement system safety management in FAA in accordance with FAA Order 8040.4.  It comprises 18 chapters that cover a range of topics from system safety in the AMS, to facility safety, commercial space safety, and software safety.

REASON FOR CHANGE: The SSH is one of three packages of changes being proposed for inclusion in FAST.  The other documents are MAP, IAP, ASP, and IPP, and the NAS Modernization System Safety Management Plan.  These three sets of documents provide both policy and guidance on how to implement the system safety management in accordance with the Order.

Has been posted in ASY-300 webiste since August 2000 for review and comment by internal and external reviewers.
