3.2.1.3.4 Small Business and Socially and Economically Disadvantaged Business 
For procurements that are anticipated to exceed $100,000, the IPT shall coordinate with representatives of the cognizant local FAA Small and Disadvantaged Business Utilization staff as soon as requirements are defined to identify opportunities for small businesses and small businesses owned and controlled by socially and economically disadvantaged individuals. FAA will work with the Department of Justice to ensure that programs designed to increase opportunities for disadvantaged businesses comply with the constitutional standards established by the Supreme Court in Adarand Constructors v. Peña, as well as the President’s July 19, 1995, directive to the heads of executive departments and agencies on the "Evaluation of Affirmative Action Programs."

Any requirements which have previously been procured through the SEDB/8(a) Program, but which are now being proposed for re-procurement outside of the SEDB/8(a) Program, shall be approved by the cognizant local Small and Disadvantaged Business Utilization Officer. If agreement cannot be reached with the local Small and Disadvantaged Business Utilization Specialist, approval will reside with the Federal Acquisition Executive (FAE). Approval shall be obtained prior to any public notice or solicitation of the requirement.

DEFINITIONS 

Service-disabled veteran-owned small business is asmall business concernthat is 51% owned and controlled by a service disabled vetean(s).
Small disadvantaged business means a small business concern that is at least 51 percent unconditionally owned by one or more individuals who are both socially and economically disadvantaged, or a publicly owned business that has atleast 51 percent of its stock unconditionally owned by one or more socially and economically disadvantaged individuals and that has its management and daily business controlled by one or more such individuals.  This term also means a small business concern that is at least 51 percent unconditionally owned by an economically disadvantaged Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian Organization, or a publicly owned business having at least 51 percent of its stock unconditionally owned by one of these entities which has its management and daily business controlled by members of an economically disadvantaged Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian Organization.  The contractor shall presume that socially and economically disadvantaged individuals include Black Americans, Hispanic Americans, Native Americans, Asian-Pacific Americans, Subcontinent Asian Americans, and other minorities or any other individual found to be disadvantaged by the FAA.  The Contractor shall presume that socially and economically disadvantaged entities also include Indian tribes and Native Hawaiian Organizations
Small Socially & Economically Disadvantaged Business means a small business concern that is at least 51 percent unconditionally owned by one or more individuals who are both socially and economically disadvantaged, or a publicly owned business that has at least 51 percent of its stock unconditionally owned by one or more socially and economically disadvantaged individuals and that has its management and daily business controlled by one or more such individuals. This term also means a small business concern that is at least 51 percent unconditionally owned by an economically disadvantaged Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian Organization, or a publicly owned business having at least 51 percent of its stock unconditionally owned by one of these entities which has its management and daily business controlled by members of an economically disadvantaged Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian Organization.  The contractor shall presume that socially and economically disadvantaged individuals include Black Americans, Hispanic Americans, Native Americans, Asian-Pacific Americans, Subcontinent Asian Americans, and other minorities or any other individual found to be disadvantaged by the FAA.
