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FAA Acquisition Management System Clauses

Change 31 – April 2003

This document transmits changes to FAA Acquisition Management System clauses and provisions.  Unless otherwise specified, these changes are effective April 1, 2003 and apply to all screening information requests and contracts issued after April 1, 2003.

3.2.4-6 Fixed Fee  (April 2003)

(a) The FAA shall pay the Contractor for performing this contract the fixed fee specified in the Schedule.

(b) Payment of the fixed fee shall be made as specified in the Schedule; provided, that after payment of 85 percent of the fixed fee, the Contracting Officer shall withhold further payment of fee until a reserve is set aside in an amount that the Contracting Officer considers necessary to protect the FAA's interest. This reserve shall not exceed 15 percent of the total fixed fee or $100,000, whichever is less.

(End of Clause)

3.10.4-26 Technical Data Quality Requirement for NAS Procurements (April 2003)

(a) Requirement.  The Contractor shall comply with FAA-STD-060, Data Standard for the National Airspace System (NAS) incorporated into this contract by reference.  

(b) Data Quality System.  The Contractor shall establish and maintain a data quality system in accordance with the contractor’s FAA-approved Data Quality Plan (DQP).  Any DQP, or proposed revisions submitted after award, will be incorporated into the DQP when approved by the Contracting Officer.  If an approved DQP exists prior to contract award, the FAA may incorporate it into the contract by reference at time of award or require revisions before it may be incorporated into the contract.  

(c) Data Quality Plan (DQP).   The DQP may be in Contractor’s format.  The DQP shall contain the following: 

(1)  The DQP shall describe the Contractor's provisions for data quality assurance including: assessment, remediation and monitoring the data quality to insure compliance with business requirements.  Inspection and test of all technical data to be provided under the contract, in accordance with the terms of this contract, including but not limited to the contract specifications.  

(2)  The DQP shall describe the Contractor’s provisions for review of and alignment with DOT/FAA data management requirements, specifically:  (a) review of the FAA Data Registry  for standardized and certified technical data elements in accordance with FAA-STD-060; and (b) review of the FAA Metadata Repository (MDR) for similar system implementation, and provide new or redesigned information system updates to the MDR Administrator.

(d) In the event of conflict between the Contractor’s DQP and the above referenced Standard(s), the FAA Standard(s) shall control.  In the event of conflict between referenced standards and the contract, the contract shall control.

 (End of clause)

PRESCRIPTION

This clause may be used in SIRs and contracts when the inclusion of a higher-level contract quality requirement is appropriate to technical data designed, developed or applied in NAS software.  The specific standard(s) to be used should be coordinated with the FAA Chief of Information Office (CIO). 

3.14-5 Sensitive Unclassified Information (SUI) (April 2003)
(a) Sensitive information shall be restricted to specific contractors who:

(1) have a need “to know” to perform contract tasks;

(2) meet personnel suitability security requirements to access sensitive information; and

(3)  successfully complete a non-disclosure agreement (NDA).

(b)  The contractor shall develop and implement procedures to ensure that sensitive information is handled in accordance with FAA requirements and at a minimum, will address:

(1)  steps to minimize risk of access by unauthorized persons during business and non-business hours to include storage capability;

(2)  procedures for safeguarding during electronic transmission (voice, data, fax) mailing or hand carrying;

(3)  procedures for protecting against co-mingling of information with general contractor data system/files;

(4)  procedures for marking documents with both the protective marking and the distribution limitation statement as needed;

(5)  procedures for the reproduction of subject material;

(6) procedures for reporting unauthorized access; and

(7) procedures for the destruction and/or sanitization of such material.

 (End of clause)

PRESCRIPTION

Shall be inserted into all FAA SIRs and contract actions when the contract may require access to Sensitive Unclassified Information (SUI), For Official Use Only (FOUO), Sensitive Security Information (SSI), or any other designator assigned by the Federal Government to identify unclassified information that may be withheld from public release.
