3.1.5 CONFLICT OF INTEREST
Any Integrated Product Team (IPT) or Office of Dispute Resolution (ODR) member who is a Federal employee that has a real or apparent conflict of interest









 must withdraw from participation in the procurement process when required by law (18 U.S.C. 208) or regulation (5 CFR Part 2635).  Non-Federal IPT/PT or ODR members are held to the same standards in order to sustain the integrity of the procurement process.

3.1.6 DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION

Source selection information and proceedings shall not be discussed outside the IPT/PT.  The Source Selection Officer (SSO) shall determine the extent to which source selection information is disclosed and shall execute a certificate of nondisclosure as appropriate. 

3.1.7 ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

The policy of the FAA is to avoid awarding contracts to contractors who have unacceptable organizational conflicts of interest.  
The FAA will resolve organizational conflict of interest issues on a case-by-case basis; and when necessary to further the interests of the agency, will waive or mitigate the conflict at its discretion.
