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These activities relate to ensuring FAA compliance with Federal, State, and local mandates, statutes, and regulations dealing with environmental, energy, and occupational safety and health issues. The intent is to create in the FAA both a model work environment for employees, and a sound reputation as a responsible steward of environmental assets. Issues concerning the applicability of State and local requirements should be referred to the FAA legal office for an evaluation of the supremacy clause and sovereign immunity.

FAA Order 1050.19A
Description:
When contractors will be involved in satisfying environmental, energy, and OSHA requirements, the System Specification in the Screening Information Request must contain all regulatory requirements, as well as the criteria by which compliance will be validated. Among other laws, the National Energy Conservation Policy Act requires energy and water conservation measures for federal buildings, facilities, or space to be included in the requirements of the SIR specification. FAA Order 1050.1e must be evaluated to determine the amount of environmental review that is necessary pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA).  If a Real Property Transaction is part of the requirement, it may be necessary to perform an Environmental Due Diligence Audit (EDDA) to determine whether or not the property is contaminated.  FAA Order 1050.19A must be evaluated to determine the proper level of Due Diligence. In most cases, it is desirable to make compliance with environmental and energy requirements a specific criterion in choosing among competing bidders.

FAA Order 1050.19A
Description:
The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requires preparation of an Environmental Assessment or Environmental Impact statement for all proposed major federal actions that are not categorically excluded. Environmental Assessments lead to a Finding of No Significant Impact or identification of the need for preparation of an Environmental Impact Statement. Often, a Record of Decision is created after a Finding of No Significant Impact, as an agency management practice. Environmental Impact Statements (EIS) lead to a regulatory required decision document, also known as a Record of Decision.   
FAA NEPA procedures (FAA Order 1050.1E) explain actions that can be categorically excluded, actions normally requiring an Environmental Assessment (EA), and those actions normally requiring an EIS. Categorical Exclusions are a category of action for which neither an EA or EIS is required. However, Categorical Exclusions cannot be applied where extraordinary circumstances exist (also spelled out in FAA's NEPA procedures). If extraordinary circumstances exist with the potential for significant impacts to resources of concern, either an EA or EIS will be required.  
If there is going to be a Real Property transaction as a result of the project, an Environmental Due Diligence Audit (EDDA) may be required. Under certain circumstances an EDDA can be waived and a Hazmat Clause may be inserted into the property lease, license, or purchase documents. There can be a Phase I, Phase II or Phase III EDDA.  Almost never should a Phase II or III EDDA be performed before a Phase I. FAA Order 1050.19A explains the conditions under which these studies (and the hazmat clause) are necessary.
