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3.6.1.3.5 Noncompetitive Awards to SEDB/8(a) Vendors

Individual procurements may be noncompetitively awarded to SEDB/8(a) vendors when the anticipated total value of the procurement (including all options) is $5 million or below for procurements assigned manufacturing North American Industry Classification System (NAIC) codes and $3 million or below for all other procurements.  Where a procurement exceeds the noncompetitive threshold, the procurement may be awarded on a noncompetitive basis to SEDB/8(a) vendors if (1) there is not a reasonable expectation that at least two or more SEDB/8(a) sources will submit offers that are in the Government's best interest in terms of quality, 
price and/or delivery; or (2) (2) the award will be made to a concern owned by an Indian tribe or an Alaska Native Corporation.
