In a recent briefing to ARA-1 on the system safety process, Steve Zaidman requested that we add bargaining unit members to the SSWG.

5.
The definitions of severity in the SSMP do not correspond to the definitions in 14 CFR 25-1309.

The need for a system safety program to be included in the contracts for acquisition projects was not included in the SSMP, which was approved in March 2001.
