Protests must be filed (see Section 3.9.3.4) with the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition on the later of two dates: (1) Not later than 7 business days after the date of the agency action or inaction which forms the basis of the protest (for example, the date of contract award); or (2) if the protester was entitled to and requested a post award debriefing from the FAA, then any protest must be filed not later than 5 business days after the date which the FAA makes available for that debriefing.  A copy of the protest must also be served upon the Contracting Officer on the same day as it is served on the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition.  Service upon the Contracting Officer may be accomplished via facsimile transmission.

Protests must be filed (see Section 3.9.3.4) with the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition on by the later of two dates: (1) Not later thanwithin 7 business days after the date that the protestor was aware, or should reasonably have been aware, of the agency action or inaction which forms the basis of the protest (for example, the date of contract award); or (2) if the protester was entitled to and requested a post award debriefing from the FAA, then any protest must be filed not later than within 5 business days after the date which the FAA makes available for that debriefing. Protests must be filed with the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition by the later of two dates: (1) within 7 business days after the date that the protestor was aware, or should reasonably have been aware, of the agency action or inaction which forms the basis of the protest; or (2) if the protester was entitled to and requested a debriefing from the FAA, then any protest must be filed within 5 business days after the date which the FAA makes available for that debriefing.  A copy of the protest must also be served upon the contracting officer on the same day as it is served on the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition.  Service upon the contracting officer may be accomplished via facsimile transmission.
