DESCRIPTION OF REQUEST: Attached are the new security clause and guidance requiring that background investigations be conducted on janitorial and construction workers performing work on FAA leased space for more than 180 calendar days.

REASON FOR CHANGE: Due to the security threat from the bombing of the Muir Building in Oklahoma, the FAA has updated its security orders 1600.69 and 16003.1D.  This change provides a lease contract clause and guidance requiring lessor contractors to have background investigations performed.  The FAA is required to begin conducting these investigations immediately.  This needs to get approved immediately so that the Regional Real Estate Contracting Officers can begin negotiating the security clause into lease contracts.
