Revised 





T3.2.2.7 Rev. 3 Contractor Qualifications.  This revision substantially reorganizes and rewrites Debarment and Suspension as follows:





Paragraph 2a – General addresses:





-	The intent of the agency to exclude doing business with debarred or suspended firms and their affiliates or divisions and the affect on current contracts;





The organizational responsibilities regarding debarment or suspension provided by the Debarring or Suspending Official, by legal counsel and the Contracting Officer and IPT.





The requirement for legal counsel to assemble an Administrative Record; and





The effect on officers,directors shareholders etc. when a contractor acts fraudulently or improperly;





The effect on the contractor when its officers, directors, shareholders, etc. act fraudulently or improperly;





The effect on a contractor by another in a joint venture or similar arrangement.





2.	Paragraph 2b- Debarment addresses:





Clarifies, details and broadens bases for debarment, such as addition of “preponderance of evidence” standard, noncompliance with Immigration and Nationality Act.


Debarment process details are provided to reflect appropriate actions to be taken from the initial notice of proposed debarment through imposition of debarment and the considerations appropriate at each step.





3.	Paragraph 2c – Suspension is expanded to address applicability, causes and process to be undertaken in a suspension:

5.	Paragraph A2e added to provide applicable definitions.
