	NARRATIVE (EXPLAIN CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING THE LOSS, DAMAGE OR DESTRUCTION OF THE PROPERTY DESCRIBED ABOVE)

At approximately 10:30 p.m. on 07/24/03, I received a phone call from the Booneville Fire Dept. advising me of a fire at the SSC storage site located on Corsair Drive, Booneville municipal airport.  I arrived at the site at approximately 11:05 p.m. and found that the fire had been extinguished but that the building identified above, which was not in use, had been heavily damaged.  I spoke with the Tom Rogers, Booneville FD and with Officer Bill Lambert of the Booneville PD and asked that the area be sealed off and made arrangements to meet with fire department representatives at 8:00 a.m. the following day.  I departed the scene at approximately 12:30 a.m.  On the morning of 7/25/03 I met with LT.  Art Brownlee, Booneville FD who had been assigned to investigate the incident.  LT. Brownlee spent approximately two hours examining the building and stated that in his opinion the damage resulted from a fire started by a discarded cigar in a trash can.  A copy of LT. Brownlee's report is attached as Exhibit A.  At approximately, 1:00 p.m. I met with Mr.  Mike Pace who provided me a copy of the previous evening's security report which was prepared by Mr. Walter Warren of RoboSec Security, the contracted security firm for the airport.  The report noted an incident at approximately 8:45 p.m. involving an FAA employee, Mr. Robert W. Stark, who was seen exiting the storage area without having locked the gate.  Mr.  Warren noted in his report that he secured the gate himself at 9:00 p.m.  A copy of the nightly security report is at Exhibit B.  At approximately 3:30 p.m. I spoke with Mr. Stark who acknowledged having been inside the storage area but stated that he had been in an adjacent storage building and had not entered the unused building at all.  He further stated that there was no sign of any fire at the time he exited the area.  I have asked Mr. Stark to prepare a written statement to confirm our conversation and he has agreed to do so.  I have also asked that Mr. Gary Scott, CE, of the SMO staff prepare a estimate of repairs and that is forthcoming.

Findings and Recommendations:        I, Henry Davis, have been appointed as Survey Officer to investigate the events surrounding the destruction by fire of the property identified in this Report of Survey.  I began by investigation by speaking with the Property Custodian, Mr. Woodruff, and confirmed that his recollections were as stated in the narrative and that he had discovered no additional information bearing on the incident.  I also confirmed that the involvement of Mr. Rogers, Booneville FD and Officer Lambert, Booneville PD was as stated in the narrative and that neither of them had become aware of any additional information bearing on the incident.  On 8/15/03, I met with Mr. Walter Warren of RoboSec Security, the officer on duty on the night of the fire.  Mr. Warren confirmed the contents of the security report (Exhibit B), elaborated on his contact with Mr. Stark and the incident of the unsecured gate and at my request provided the statement attached as Exhibit C.  Mr. Warren states therein that he had been able to wave down Mr. Stark's vehicle and had pointed out the unlocked gate.  Mr. Stark, who knew Mr. Warren personally, asked him to lock up for him because he was in a hurry.  Mr. Warren informed Mr. Stark that he was unable to leave his post at which point Mr. Stark said not to worry about it now but to lock up when his shift ended.  Mr. Warren also states that when he went to lock the gate at 9:00 p.m., he noticed nothing unusual in the enclosed storage area except for the exterior light being on at the unused building; the building itself appeared to be locked.  On 8/08/03, Mr. Woodruff forwarded Mr. Stark's written statement which is attached as Exhibit D.  This statement contradicts Mr. Stark's original verbal account in that he now states that he had entered the unused building looking for a piece of equipment, not knowing that the building had been emptied the previous week.  He indicates that he was not sure that he had locked the building as he left and offered the unsolicited information that he had not been smoking a cigar while in the storage area.  At this point in time, only myself and Mr. Woodruff were aware of the contents of the fire department report which attributes the fire to a discarded cigar.  ( SEE CONTINUATION PAGE)
