You are advised that because of your failure to provide supplies and/or services [specify as appropriate] as required by Contract DTFA  -  - -      within the time required by its terms, the Government is considering terminating the contract for default pursuant to AMS Clause       of the contract.

Before such default action is taken, we are giving you this opportunity to submit, in writing, the reasons why the contract should not be terminated for default.  Your reply should describe in detail any facts or circumstances which are due to causes beyond your control and without your fault or negligence, and which you believe excuse your failure to perform the contract.  Your reply must be received within 10 days from date of receipt of this letter.  Failure to reply within 10 days may be considered as an admission that no excusable delay, within the definition given in the default clause, exists.

Your attention is invited to paragraph       of the default clause which provides that if the contract is terminated for default, the Government may procure the supplies or services elsewhere and charge any excess costs to your account.  The Government may also seek other damages.
You are also advised that if the Government should accept any delinquent goods or services, it will be solely for the purpose of mitigating damages, and is not to be construed as an intention on the part of the Government to condone any delinquency, or as a waiver of any right the Government may have under the contract.
