The Parties hereto, and for the consideration hereinafter mentioned, covenant and agree as follows:
1. DESCRIPTION (10/96) - The LESSOR hereby leases to the GOVERNMENT the following described premises<insert description of site/factility to be leased to FAA>, which shall be related to the FAA’s activities in support of Air Traffic operations.
2. AMENDMENT- Any changes in service to be furnished under this Agreement shall be formalized by an appropriate amendment, signed by both parties and shall outline in detail the nature of the change.
3. TERM (1/01) - To have and to hold, for the term commencing on <insert start date> and continuing through<insert experation date>inclusive, PROVIDED that adequate appropriations are available from year to year for the payment of rentals.
4. CANCELLATION (8/02) -The GOVERNMENT may terminate this lease at any time, in whole or in part, if the Real Estate Contracting Officer (RECO) determines that a termination is in the best interest of the Government, on or after <insert date> by giving at least <insert number of days> days notice in writing to the LESSOR. No rental will accrue after the effective date of termination. Said notice will be computed commencing with the day after the date of mailing.
5. RENTAL (10/96) - Rent in the amount of $<insert amount>per <insert period>will be payable to the LESSOR in arrears and will be due on the first workday of each month, without the submission of invoices or vouchers, subject to available appropriations. 7. NON-RESTORATION (10/96) - The FAA will have no obligation to restore and/or rehabilitate, either wholly or partially, the premises under this lease. It is further agreed that the FAA may abandon in place any or all of the structures, improvements and/or equipment installed in or located upon said property by the FAA during its tenure. Notice of abandonment will be conveyed to the Lessor in writing.
8. SERVICES AND UTILITIES (To be provided by LESSOR as part of rent.) (10/08)
Services supplied to technical equipment will be supplied 24 hours a day, and seven days a week. The GOVERNMENT will have access to the leased premises at all times, including the use of electrical services without additional payment.

9. DAMAGE BY FIRE OR OTHER CASUALTY (10/96) - If the building or structure is partially or totally destroyed or damaged by fire or other casualty or if environmentally hazardous conditions are found to exist so that the leased premises is untenantable as determined by the GOVERNMENT, the GOVERNMENT may terminate the lease, in whole or in part, immediately by giving written notice to the LESSOR and no further rental will be due.

10. MAINTENANCE OF THE PREMISES (10/96) - The LESSOR will maintain the demised premises, including the grounds, all equipment, and fixtures, appurtenances furnished by the LESSOR under this lease, in good repair.
11. FAILURE IN PERFORMANCE (10/96) - In the event the LESSOR fails to perform any service, to provide any item, or meet any requirement of this lease, the GOVERNMENT may perform the service, provide the item, or meet the requirement, either directly or through a contract. The GOVERNMENT may deduct any costs incurred for the service or item, including administrative costs, from the rental payments. No deduction of rent pursuant to this clause will constitute default by the GOVERNMENT on this lease.

12. CONTRACT DISPUTES (11/03) - All contract disputes and arising under or related to this lease contract will be resolved through the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) dispute resolution system at the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition (ODRA) and will be governed by the procedures set forth in 14 C.F.R. Parts 14 and 17, which are hereby incorporated by reference. Judicial review, where available, will be in accordance with 49 U.S.C. 46110 and will apply only to final agency decisions. A LESSOR may seek review of a final FAA decision only after its administrative remedies have been exhausted.

A contract dispute against the FAA will be filed with the ODRA within two (2) years of the accrual of the lease contract claim involved. A contract dispute is considered to be filed on the date it is received by the ODRA.

13.  ELECTRICAL SAFETY (04/12) - The Lessor shall ensure electrical safety requirements are met, including grounding, bonding, shielding, control of electrostatic discharge (ESD), and lightning protection requirements, in accordance with:
A. 29 CFR 1910, Subpart S, Electrical
B. FAA Standard HF-STD-001, Human Factors Design Standard, Chapter 12.4, Electrical Hazards

C. DOT Specification FAA-G-2100H, Electronic Equipment, General Requirements

D. National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) 70, National Electrical Code
E. NFPA 70E, Electrical Safety in the Workplace
F. American National Standards Institute/Institute of Electrical and Electronics Engineers   (ANSI/IEEE) Standard 1100-2005, Recommended Practice for Powering and Grounding Electrical Equipment

G. DOT Standard FAA-STD-019E, Lightning and Surge Protection, Grounding, Bonding and Shielding Requirements for Facilities and Equipment
All hazards associated with electrical equipment shall be marked with labels indicating the hazard, in accordance with FAA-G-2100H, Chapter 3.3.5.5, Markings, Signs, Tags and Symbols.

The Lessor shall ensure that personnel are protected from arc flash hazards, in accordance with NFPA 70E, Electrical Safety in the Workplace and that arc flash warning labels are posted on affected panels, with warning labels meeting the requirements of American National Standards Institute (ANSI) Z53, Series of Standards for Safety Signs and Tags.

14.  INTERFERENCE   (10/08) - Should there be interference with the lessor’s facility due to the FAA operations, FAA shall correct the problem immediately. If the lessor’s facility interferes with FAA’s equipment then the lessor will correct the problem immediately.

15. COORDINATION (10/08) - The FAA will receive permission from the lessor prior to installing any new equipment at the site.

16. HOLD HARMLESS (10/96) - In accordance with and subject to the conditions, limitations and exceptions set forth in the Federal Tort Claims Act of 1948, as amended (28 USC 2671. et. seq.), hereafter termed "the Act" the Government will be liable to persons damaged by any personal injury, death or injury to or loss of property, which is caused by a negligent or wrongful act or omission of an employee of the Government while acting within the scope of his office or employment under circumstances where a

 private person would be liable in accordance with the law of the place where the act or omission occurred. The foregoing shall not be deemed to extend the Government's liability beyond that existing under the Act at the time of such act or omission or to preclude the Government from using any defense available in law or equity.

General Instructions

1.  This document is designed and formatted in Word 2003 as a Form – with blanks to fill in.  When in form mode, you cannot modify existing text and only can fill in the blanks.  Follow the instructions on the form to fill in blanks, which show as greyed in blocks.  Click into the block and insert your text.  (You can type your text on a separate word document and then copy and paste into document).  Use Times New Roman 12 Pt. Font.  

2.  To modify existing text (remembering that any changes to approved text MUST be approved by your legal counsel), you must unlock the form to make changes.  This is accomplished by clicking on View and clicking on “Toolbars” and selecting “Forms”  toolbar.  On the forms tool bar, click the highlighted lock on the end to unlock the document.
