SIR AMENDMENT ANNOUNCEMENT 

1.  Designation
State in the appropriate blocks of the announcement the number of the amendment, the name of the requirement, and the original SIR number.

2.  Description
Summarize the purpose of the amendment and any other salient information (such as particular changes to certain Sections of the SIR, responses to questions from potential offerors, or an extension of the proposal submittal deadline.  State that offerors must acknowledge receipt of the amendment with their submittal; otherwise, their submittal may not be considered.
3.  Standard Language

If this is a Request for Information (RFI), state this and that responding to this notice will not be necessary to participate in a subsequent acquisition, if any.  If this is a request for offeror qualifications, state that a downselect from respondents may be made, and that respondents must qualify in order to submit a proposal in response to a later Request for Offer (RFO). If a RFO, state that an awarded contract may result from proposals submitted.  For each of these notices, indicate that the Government will not be liable for any costs associated with the submittal of a response to this SIR.
4. Attachments

Attach a copy of the SIR amendment with each of the sections changed by the amendment.   When responses to industry questions are addressed in the amendment, the questions and answers must be a separate attachment that indicates the question and response.  Should a response result in a change to the SIR addressed in the amendment, the specific change(s) cited must also be cited.
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
