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1.0 [bookmark: _Toc394337346]General Requirements 

This requirement is for contractor services to provide a [insert aircraft name] aircraft at [insert home airport].  The aircraft is to be provided on a rental basis to the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA).  The aircraft will be operated under a Title 14 CFR Part 135 program by personnel authorized by the FAA primarily for the purpose of [insert purpose]. The aircraft may from time to time be used for associated pilot proficiency, pilot training, and/or transportation purposes. The aircraft will initially be modified by the FAA to accommodate the [insert name if applicable] equipment.  The Contractor may be required, as ordered by the Contracting Officer (CO), to perform subsequent modifications in order to meet FAA program requirements.

In performing this contract, the Contractor will be required to:

a) Provide the required aircraft within [insert number of days] days of contract award to the FAA for a period of up to [insert number of days] continuous days for installation of government furnished equipment (GFE);
b) Provide all required inspections and maintenance to the aircraft to ensure continued airworthiness and availability of the aircraft;
c) Provide timely availability of the aircraft consistent with fluctuating FAA requirements;
d) Perform subsequent modification(s) to the aircraft as directed by the contracting officer; and
e) Provide, as requested by the FAA, a certificated flight instructor qualified to provide instruction in the Contractor's aircraft.

The Government will perform inspections and test flight(s) of the aircraft furnished for use under this contract to ensure the aircraft and all systems are working properly.  Each test flight must be conducted with a contractor representative on board.  The Contractor must assume the cost, if any, of providing a contractor representative to participate in the flight tests.

[bookmark: _Toc394337348]1.1.1	Pre-Contract Award Inspection
The FAA will inspect the proposed aircraft, to be furnished for use under this contract, prior to contract award.  The aircraft will be inspected to insure 1) that it will accommodate the required initial modifications performed by the FAA to meet [insert system name] requirements; and, 2) that the aircraft and all systems are working properly.  Test flight(s) will be performed as necessary to insure that the aircraft and all systems are working properly.  Such test flight(s) will be performed at the Contractor's expense.

1.1.2	Inspections after Initial Aircraft Modifications 
Inspections and/or STC flights to insure the aircraft and all systems are working properly upon completion of initial modification work will be performed at FAA expense.  The contractor will be reimbursed at the Time-in-Service (TIS) hourly rental rate for test flights required to insure that the aircraft and all systems are working properly as the result of FAA performed modifications.

[bookmark: _Toc394337349]1.1.3	Inspections after Subsequent Modifications 
Subsequent to initial modifications, the FAA may find it necessary to task the Contractor to perform subsequent modifications in accordance with paragraph 3.2.  Inspections and flight tests associated with subsequent modifications will be performed at the Contractor's expense.

[bookmark: _Toc394337350]1.1.4	Additional Inspections 
The FAA may conduct additional inspections of the aircraft at any time to determine if the aircraft continues to meet contract requirements. The Contractor must assume the cost of these inspections and any associated repair/maintenance if the aircraft does not meet contract requirements.

[bookmark: _Toc394337351]1.2	Personnel 
The Contractor must identify a point of contact authorized to serve as an interface with FAA personnel on all matters relating to performance of this contract.  The Contractor must ensure that all inspections and maintenance are performed by appropriately certificated facilities or personnel qualified to perform the work.  Maintenance support must be adequate to maintain the aircraft and avionics systems in an airworthy and operational condition.

[bookmark: _Toc394337352]1.2.1	Flight Instruction/Pilot Proficiency 
The Contractor must make available at [insert name of airport of delivery], as requested by the FAA, a certificated flight instructor qualified to provide instruction in the contractor's aircraft.  Instruction will be for FAA designated pilots.  The FAA plans to administer a program of pilot proficiency checks using the Contractor's aircraft as required to assure ongoing currency and proficiency of those pilots who have been designated to participate in the [insert system name] program.  The FAA will use designated FAA instructors and does not anticipate the use of Contractor's flight instructor for this purpose.  It is anticipated that use of the Contractor's flight instructor will be only as necessary for initial aircraft checkout purposes and/or following a lapse in currency.  It is estimated that such use of the Contractor's flight instructor would not exceed 10 flight hours per year.

Primary use of the aircraft is for [insert purpose].  Secondarily, the aircraft will also be used for proficiency and training of those pilots designated to participate in the program, and transportation.  Such secondary use of the aircraft is estimated to be less than 15% of total TIS hours.

Aircraft and associated maintenance support may be required outside of normal business hours and on Federal holidays.  The Contractor must normally not be required to work on observed Federal holidays.  The following is a list of Federal holidays:

a) New Year's Day, January 1;
b) Martin Luther King's birthday, the third Monday in January;
c) President's Day, the third Monday in February;
d) Memorial Day, the last Monday in May;
e) Independence Day, July 4;
f) Labor Day, the first Monday in September;
g) Columbus Day, the second Monday in October;
h) Veteran's Day, November 11;
i) Thanksgiving Day, the fourth Thursday in November;
j) Christmas Day, December 25; and
k) Any other day designated by Federal statute, executive order, or presidential proclamation.

[bookmark: _Toc394337354]2.0	General Requirements 
The Contractor must assume all cost associated with procurement of the [insert aircraft name], equipped and approved for flight in known icing conditions.  The aircraft must be delivered to the FAA, and returned by the FAA to the Contractor, at the "home airport" specified in Section H of the contract unless, on a case by case basis, another airport for receipt and/or delivery is mutually agreed upon by the FAA and the Contractor.  The Contractor must assume all cost of delivery of the aircraft to the airport(s) specified in Section H and/or cost of returning the aircraft to another location.

[bookmark: _Toc394337355]2.1	Delivery and/or Repositioning of Aircraft 
[bookmark: _Toc394337356]2.1.1	Delivery and/or Repositioning of Aircraft to a Different Airport
When requested by FAA and scheduled 48 hours or more in advance, the Contractor must deliver the aircraft to a specified airport or reposition the aircraft from one specified airport to another within the continental United States at the specified date and time, weather and airworthiness of the aircraft permitting.  The Contractor may require up to 48 hours for departure from the home airport (specified in Part I Section H) following a request to deliver or reposition the aircraft. The Contractor must pickup, deliver, and reposition the aircraft via the most expeditious route of flight available.

In the event the Contractor delivers or repositions the aircraft in a condition requiring maintenance and/or repairs prior to flight, the FAA may elect to return control of the aircraft to the Contractor as specified in paragraph 4.5.

When requested by FAA and scheduled 24 hours or more in advance, the Contractor must accept the aircraft at a specified airport, date/time and return the aircraft to the home airport.  The Contractor may require up to 24 hours for departure from the home airport following a request to return the aircraft.

The Contractor may, at his option, deliver or reposition the aircraft up to 24 hours in advance of the requested date/time, and/or pick up the aircraft up to 24 hours after the requested date/time.

[bookmark: _Toc394337357]2.1.2	Reimbursement of Cost Associated with Delivery/Reposition of Aircraft 
Except as provided by paragraph 4.5, the FAA must pay for the cost of hangar, parking, landing, and/or other fees associated with delivery or repositioning up to 24 hours in advance and/or 24 hour delayed pickup.

The Government must reimburse the Contractor for:

a. Actual Time in Service (TIS) hours flown between the home airport and specified airport of pickup/delivery, or between two FAA specified airports for repositioning at the rate specified in Part I Section B.

b. Contractor's actual cost of fuel for pickup, delivery, or repositioning.

c. Pickup or delivery, and repositioning charge if applicable in accordance with Part I Section B, CLIN [insert CLIN number].

d. Fees associated with advance or delayed pickup, delivery, and repositioning as specified above.

When requested by the Contractor, FAA must furnish one airline ticket for transportation of one contractor pilot employee to or from the home airport in conjunction with each instance of pickup or delivery. For repositioning flights, the FAA must furnish one airline ticket from the home airport to the nearest commercially served airport at aircraft's initial location and one ticket to the home airport from the commercially served airport nearest to the repositioned aircraft location.

The Contractor must furnish contractor pilot employee personnel data to FAA and/or its travel agent as necessary for the Government to obtain airline tickets and to account for travel performed by contractor personnel

The Contractor must request tickets at the U. S. Government contract city pair fare, or lowest refundable fare available if a contract city pair fare is not available.  Tickets must be obtained from:

[bookmark: _Toc394337359]2.3	Contractor Invoicing 
For each flight pertaining to aircraft pickup, delivery, or positioning contractor's invoice must contain the following information:
1. Date, time (Z), and airport of departure.
2. Date, time (Z), and airport of arrival.
3. First time-in-service off.
4. Last time-in-service on.
5. Total time-in-service for delivery, pickup or repositioning.
6. Charge for aircraft delivery or pickup per (CLIN 6.11 or CLIN 6.12), and repositioning (CLIN 6.13 or 6.14 or 6.15) if applicable.
7. Airline ticket receipt(s).
8. Copy of fuel receipts showing amount paid.
9. Itemization of reimbursable fees, if any, per paragraph 5.1.2.5

Following the last flight of each day involving pick up, delivery, or repositioning of the aircraft, the contractor must call FAA Flight Inspection Central Operations at 1-888-358-2435 (voice), or 1-888-286-2739 (fax) and report items 1 through 5 of paragraph 5.1.2.9.

[bookmark: _Toc394337360]2.4	Aircraft Registration 
The aircraft must be U.S. Registered, and have a current valid standard airworthiness certificate, aircraft registration and Airplane Flight Manual/Pilot Operating Handbook.

[bookmark: _Toc394337361]2.5	Aircraft Maintenance 
The aircraft must be maintained by the contractor in compliance with all applicable Federal Aviation Regulations and inspected in accordance with annual and 100 hour requirements of FAR Part 91.409.  Additionally:

(a) Each installed engine, its component parts, and accessories necessary for its function must be maintained (including overhaul) in an airworthy condition in accordance with its manufacturer’s recommendations.

(b) Each installed propeller and propeller control must be maintained (including overhaul) in an airworthy condition in accordance with its manufacturer’s recommendations.

(c) Each item of installed emergency equipment must be maintained in an airworthy condition in accordance with its manufacturer’s recommendations.

(d) Inspections, hydrostatic tests, and life limits of pressure vessels manufactured under a DOT specification must be accomplished as set forth in 49 CFR Part 173, as amended.

(e) Inspections, hydrostatic tests, and life limits for portable fire extinguishers must be accomplished as set forth in 46 CFR 71.25 and 162.028, as amended.

(f) The contractor must ensure that all aircraft inspection and maintenance is accomplished by personnel and/or organizations that meet the requirements of FAR 135.249, Use of Prohibited Drugs and 135.251, Testing for Prohibited Drugs.
[bookmark: _Toc394337362]2.6	Aircraft Condition 
The condition of the aircraft, including such items as paint, upholstery, etc., not covered in airworthiness regulations, must present a neat and clean appearance.  There must be no unrepaired tears, rips or other damage to the upholstery, headliner, or sidewalls.  All fluid systems must be free of leaks.

The aircraft must conform to all applicable airworthiness directives issued prior to contract award, during contract performance and during any option periods exercised by the FAA.  The Contractor must accomplish all applicable airworthiness directives at no additional cost to the FAA.

The Contractor must ensure that no modifications or alterations of the aircraft or any of its installed equipment be made prior to notification and approval by Aviation System Standards, Quality Assurance Branch, AVN-320.

[bookmark: _Toc394337363]3.0	Specific Requirements 
[bookmark: _Toc394337364]3.1	Aircraft Minimum Requirements 

The aircraft must:

a. Be equipped so as to meet the requirements of Title 14 CFR Part 135 for IFR operations and carrying passengers under VFR and IFR day and night; equipped and approved for flight in known icing conditions.

b. Be equipped with dual VHF communications.  The dual VHF communications capability must permit simultaneous independent transmit and receive capability from both pilot positions on either VHF transmitter.

c. Be equipped with avionics equivalent to the following (Must be TSO compliant):  full ILS with dual Bendix-King KN 53 navigation receiver, KR 87 ADF, KN 63 DME, transponder, KWX 50 weather radar, King KFC 200 flight director and autopilot with altitude hold, and KI 525 HSI.  ILS capability must NOT include more than one glide slope receiver

d. Be equipped with a TSO C129 approved instrument panel mounted GPS navigation system.

e. Be equipped with a factory installed air conditioning system.

f. Be equipped with at least a 3 position (2 pilots and observer) intercom system that is integrated into the audio control panel.  The system must be compatible with 600-ohm headsets and 150-ohm microphones.

g. Be equipped with full dual controls (including dual brakes).

h. Not have pressurization.

i. Have three bladed propellers.

j. Be capable of providing at least 45 cubic feet of oxygen to 3 positions (2 pilots, 1 observer).  The equipment provided must meet the Oxygen equipment requirements specified in Title 14 CFR Part 135.157.

k. The Contractor must furnish FAA, Aviation System Standards, Quality Assurance Branch, AVN-320, PO Box 25082 Oklahoma City, OK 73125 by letter or facsimile on a bi-weekly basis, information indicating the current aircraft status.  Current status information will consist of the following items:

a. Date and current total time of aircraft.

b. Identification of any aircraft discrepancies or deferred aircraft discrepancies.

c. Identification of any inspection, maintenance, or alteration that has been accomplished on the aircraft since last use by FAA.

d. Date and time of next airworthiness inspection required by FAR Part 91.409.

[bookmark: _Toc394337365]3.2	Aircraft Modifications 

The aircraft will be modified by the FAA for use with [identify equipment] and initial GFE specified in Attachments [insert attachment numbers] of this SOW.  Subsequent to initial modifications the FAA may find it necessary to add, change, remove, or modify GFE or other aircraft components as necessary to accomplish ongoing intended functions.  The Contractor must perform these subsequent modifications, as directed by the CO, in accordance with the FAA provided specifications.  Airworthiness approval of subsequent modifications must be the responsibility of the contractor.  The FAA will not require subsequent modifications that would require a change in category of aircraft or affect airworthiness of the aircraft.  FAA recognizes that subsequent modifications may result in aircraft-out-of-service time.  FAA will require only modifications required to accomplish ongoing program requirements.  FAA will provide advice and technical guidance to the contractor regarding subsequent modifications so that out of service time can be minimized.

The Contractor must be reimbursed by the FAA for cost of subsequent modification(s) at the labor rate specified in CLIN [insert CLIN number], plus actual cost to the Contractor of aircraft parts and supplies specified and required by the CO/COTR.  No other reimbursement for aircraft out of service time or minimum payment for use of the aircraft will be made in conjunction with such subsequent modification(s).

[bookmark: _Toc394337366]4.0	Operational Requirements 
[bookmark: _Toc394337367]4.1	General  
The aircraft will be used by the FAA on an intermittent basis.  The Contractor must have possession of the aircraft when not in use by the FAA unless other arrangements acceptable to the FAA and the Contractor are made.

The FAA recognizes that advance coordination with the Contractor for use of the aircraft will be necessary on a case by case basis.  In most instances, it is anticipated that at least 48-hour advance notification to the contractor can be provided before the aircraft would be needed.  In some cases several days’ notice can be provided.  Likewise, there may be instances where the FAA will request the use of the aircraft on short notice (i.e. 4 hours).  The FAA recognizes that the aircraft may not be available for its use whenever requested.

The FAA may request the use of and/or operate the aircraft from locations other than those specified in Part I Section H for periods up to 60 days.  Cost associated with operating the aircraft at locations other than those specified in Part I Section H must be as described in paragraph 4.5.6.

[bookmark: _Toc394337368]4.2	Flight Hours 
The FAA anticipates the need for the aircraft will be greater during months of favorable weather, and less during periods of inclement weather.  Notwithstanding aircraft availability and other factors, the FAA estimates its use of the aircraft to be approximately 200 hours per year.
[bookmark: _Toc394337369]4.3	Minimum Payment for Use of Aircraft 
The FAA guarantees a yearly minimum payment for use of the aircraft of 200 TIS hours.  For each occurrence that the aircraft is scheduled for departure from the airport(s) specified in Part I Section H, by the FAA 48 or more hours in advance of the scheduled departure time and the Contractor does not deliver the aircraft in an airworthy condition to the flight line within 2 hours of the scheduled departure time, the FAA will only reimburse the contractor at 90% of the hourly rate shown in CLIN [insert CLIN number], for all TIS hours utilized during the FAA scheduled period.

For each day or portion of a day the aircraft is in FAA possession and 100% mission capable during all normal business hours at the location of the aircraft, the FAA guarantees a minimum payment of 1.0 TIS hour. This is not cumulative with hours actually flown.  The contractor will be reimbursed for the greater of 1.0 TIS hour times the number of 100% mission capable days in FAA possession or the TIS hours actually flown, whichever is greater. This minimum payment must be based on a monthly comparison of hours flown versus the daily minimum.  This paragraph does not apply to the [insert number of days] continuous days of aircraft out of service time for modifications to be performed as defined in CLIN [insert CLIN number] of Part I - Schedule B.

The Contractor agrees to provide the aircraft for FAA use over other users of the aircraft when the aircraft is requested by the FAA at least 48 hours in advance. 

Adverse weather conditions or unforeseen changes in work programs may from time to time require cancellation of a previously FAA scheduled flight.  No payment will be made for canceled flights
[bookmark: _Toc394337370]4.4	Aircraft Scheduling 
The FAA will contact the Contractor's representative to schedule estimated dates for use of the aircraft.  Notwithstanding paragraphs 4.1, 4.3, and 4.4.1, there is no penalty if the aircraft is not available for FAA use on any given date or at any requested time.  However, after scheduling arrangements have been made, the contractor must not preempt the schedule except for unscheduled aircraft maintenance or emergencies.

For FAA flights scheduled to depart from the home airport specified in Part I Section H, the contractor must, weather permitting, deliver the aircraft in an airworthy condition (including fuel) to the flight line 30 minutes prior to the scheduled departure time.  This includes all line maintenance services as may be necessary such as cleaning windshields, checking fluid levels, towing, etc.
[bookmark: _Toc394337371]4.4.1	Default 
The Contractor must be considered to be in default if the aircraft is not made available for FAA use, after requested by the FAA, for any continuous period in excess of 30 days.
[bookmark: _Toc394337372]4.5	Aircraft Support 
[bookmark: _Toc394337373]4.5.1	Fuel 
The Contractor must fill the fuel tanks, prior to the scheduled delivery to the FAA, unless otherwise requested by the FAA.  The FAA will return the aircraft to the contractor with full fuel tanks unless a lesser quantity is specifically requested by the FAA, in which case, the aircraft will be returned to the Contractor with that lesser quantity.
[bookmark: _Toc394337374]4.5.2	Maintenance 
Maintenance discrepancies reported to the Contractor in writing by the FAA must be corrected promptly by the contractor and documented in writing.  FAA form 4100.8, Aircraft Log Book or other mutually acceptable form must be utilized for this purpose.  "Ground checks OK" as correction to the problem must be unacceptable.  All aircraft maintenance must be the responsibility of the contractor including maintenance of GFE (antennas) and associated couplers, cable, and connectors.  Maintenance of all GFE must be performed in accordance with specifications to be provided as Attachment [insert attachment number] to this SOW. 
[bookmark: _Toc394337375]4.5.3	Oil/Hydraulic Fluid 
The Contractor must furnish the aircraft with a sufficient quantity of oil and hydraulic fluid for addition by the FAA as required during its possession.  All engine lubricating oil must be of the grade and quality recommended by the engine manufacturer.  The FAA will use the oil/fluid only in the aircraft furnished under this contract, and return the unused portion (if any) to the contractor upon return of the aircraft.

[bookmark: _Toc394337376]4.5.4	Maintenance Repairs 
A letter of authorization must be executed by the Contractor and carried in the aircraft expressly permitting the FAA to obtain repairs or maintenance on the aircraft up to $300 without further approval of the contractor.  It must direct that such repair or maintenance bills be presented to the Contractor for payment.  Any repair or maintenance over $300 will be made with the contractor's approval by telephone.  In the event emergency repairs become necessary in the field, payment may be made by the FAA and the repair cost deducted from the payment of the aircraft rental cost by the paying office.

In the event that the aircraft requires unscheduled maintenance/repairs while being utilized by the FAA and such maintenance/repairs are estimated to require more than 24 hours to return the aircraft to service, the FAA may, at its option, cancel the remaining portion of the schedule and return control of the aircraft to the contractor in which case the contractor must assume responsibility and all associated cost of returning the aircraft to its base location unless other arrangements for FAA use of the aircraft following repairs are agreed upon.
[bookmark: _Toc394337377]4.5.5	Aircraft Certificates 
The airworthiness certificate, registration certificate, and other required documents must be retained on board the aircraft when scheduled for use by the FAA.
[bookmark: _Toc394337378]4.5.6	Allowable Cost 
The Contractor must assume all cost associated with hangar, parking, towing, tie-down and/or landing fees at airport(s) specified in Part I Section H and/or base location.  The FAA must assume these costs at other locations while the aircraft is in FAA possession excluding hangar, parking, towing, tie-down and/or landing fees incurred due to scheduled or unscheduled maintenance.
[bookmark: _Toc394337379]5.0	Government Furnished Items 
The FAA will provide the contractor copies of technical specifications defining modifications made to the aircraft for installation of GFE.  See Attachment [insert attachment number].

The FAA will provide and install all associated GFE for completion of the required initial modification.  Initial GFE to be installed in the aircraft is defined in [insert attachment number].

FAA personnel authorized to pilot the aircraft must possess the appropriate pilot rating required for the aircraft being furnished, and hold a current medical certificate.

[bookmark: _Toc394337380]6.0	Contractor Furnished Items

The Contractor must furnish the following items:

a. One complete and up-to-date copy of the aircraft maintenance manual(s) (airframe and power plants).

b. One complete and up-to-date copy of the aircraft flight/operations and avionics manual(s).

c. One complete and up-to-date copy of the pilot checklist.

d. The Contractor must also provide revision service for the above manuals.  Copies are to be mailed to:  Aviation System Standards, Quality Assurance Branch, AVN-320, P.O. Box 25082, Oklahoma City, OK 73125.

e. The Contractor must make available all aircraft, power plant, and propeller logbooks for inspection as requested by the CO or COTR.

f. The Contractor must be responsible for any required Federal, State, and local approvals for the aircraft and associated equipment.  All equipment must comply with applicable OSHA regulations.

g. Following initial modification by FAA, the contractor must be responsible for performing subsequent modification(s) to the aircraft as directed by the contracting officer.
