Use/relationship:

The System Safety Assessment Report (SSAR) is described in detail in the Safety Risk Management Guidance for System Acquisitions (SRMGSA), Appendix I, Guidance for Conducting and Documenting a System Safety Assessment Report.  
The SSAR is a report that provides management with an overall assessment of the safety risk associated with a system prior to its fielding and must be signed by the Federal Aviation Administration prior to system operation.  It consists of summaries of the safety analyses conducted, a status of all the existing and recommended safety requirements identified, and the results of any testing performed to verify/validate those requirements.  
For the system being acquired, the SSAR must identify all design hazards and those safety features designed into the system to eliminate design hazards or reduce design hazard effects. The SSAR must also identify operating, testing, and maintenance procedural hazards and those safety requirements established to eliminate or reduce the effect of those procedural hazards, including safety design features and controls incorporated into the system as they relate to these procedures.
This Data Item Description (DID) contains the format, content, and preparation instructions for the SSAR.  

This DID supersedes FAA-SSAR-001.

Requirements:

1.   Reference Documents:
· ATO Safety Management System (SMS) Manual
· SRMGSA
2.   Format: The report must be prepared as a Safety Risk Management (SRM) document using the guidelines contained in the SMS Manual.

3.   Content: The SSAR includes a summary of the analyses performed and their results, the tests conducted and their results, and a compliance assessment.  The SSAR must contain those elements prescribed in SRMGSA Appendix I.
