AMS Procurement-Related Thresholds and Review Requirements

This is a general summary only; refer to AMS procurement policy and guidance for exact requirements.

	Dollar Amount
	Requirement / Review and Approval

	Greater than $10K
	Davis-Bacon Act applies.

	Greater than $10K
	Service Contract Act applies.

	Up to $10K
	Purchase card single purchase limit for un-warranted cardholders (Chief of the Contracting Office (COCO) may grant higher limits for commodity purchases on a case-by-case basis).

	$10K or more
	(i) Single source justification documentation and legal review required.  Justification not required for socially and economically disadvantaged business (SEDB) 8(a) and service-disabled veteran owned small business (SDVOSB) procurements.  

(ii) Public announcement of planned procurements for products available from Federal Prison Industries (UNICOR). 

	Greater than $10K to $150K
	Procurements reserved exclusively for SEDB 8(a) certified contractors. Coordination with small business specialist required if procurement cannot be made to an SEDB 8(a).

	$15K or more
	Walsh-Healey Act applies.

	Over $100K
	(i)  Legal review required.

(ii)  Approval of copier requirements required.

	$150K or more
	Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA) applies

	$150K or more
	Conflict of Interest (COI) applies

	$150K or more
	Performance and payment bonds for construction required.  Contracting Officer may waive this requirement.

	$150K or more
	Independent Government Cost Estimate (IGCE) required.  May be required at the Contracting Officer’s discretion for lower amounts.

	$150K or more
	Small business office coordination and set-aside determination

	$150K or more
	(i) Public announcement of planned procurements (exceptions apply)

(ii) Public announcement of single source awards

	$250K or more
	Chief Information Officer (CIO) review required for information technology-related supplies and services.

	$700,000 or more ($1,500,000 or more  for construction)
	Small, Small Disadvantaged, Women-Owned and Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business Subcontracting Plan required

	$3.5M or more
	Congressional notification at least 48 hours (exclusive of Federal holidays and weekends) prior to award, excluding interagency agreements.  

	$4M or less
	May make noncompetitive awards to 8(a) vendors for non-manufacturing requirements.

	$5M or more
	Support services comply with Acquisition Strategy Review Board (ASRB) requirements

	$6.5M or less
	May make noncompetitive awards to 8(a) vendors for manufacturing requirements.

	$10M or more
	(i)  Chief Financial Officer (CFO) review required.    

(ii) For other than construction contracting, pre-award clearance from the Office of Federal Contract Compliance (OFCCP) area office.    

(iii) The Administrator must review any non-Airport Improvement Program grant, cooperative agreement or other transaction valued over $10M or that has significant Congressional interest.   

	$22M or more
	Noncompetitive award to a SEDB 8(a) vendor or concern owned by an Indian Tribe or an Alaska Native Corporation requiring special justification.

	$100M or more
	Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) pre- and post-award audits of any cost-type contract expected to exceed $100M.   
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
