This revocable Right-of-Entry Permit, hereinafter “ROE,” made and entered into this date by and between the United States of America, acting by and through the Federal Aviation Administration, hereinafter referred to as the FAA or Government, and [insert owner’s name], hereinafter referred to as the Grantee. 

WITNESSETH 

WHEREAS, the United States of America, acting by and through the FAA is the owner of the above- referenced facility, hereinafter referred to as the Premises; and 

WHEREAS, the Grantee has requested the use of the Premises for the purpose(s) of [insert purpose]; and 
WHEREAS, it has been determined by FAA that the Grantee’s use of the Premises will not interfere with, or adversely impact FAA’s mission, and FAA has also determined that the use by the Grantee for the purpose(s) described herein is in the best interest of the United States. 

THEREFORE, this ROE is granted subject to the following terms and conditions:

1. TERM: This ROE is effective from the date of execution by the FAA, shall be effective until [insert date], and is revocable at will by the FAA.

2. DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY: The Premises granted under this ROE are described and depicted in Exhibits A and B attached hereto and made a part hereof.

3. SUPERVISION: The use and occupation of the Premises shall be subject to the general supervision and approval of the FAA, and to such direction, rules, requirements, and regulations as may be prescribed by the FAA from time to time.

4. CONDITIONAL USE BY GRANTEE: The exercise of the privileges herein granted shall be:  
a. without cost or expense to the FAA;

b. subject to the right of the FAA to access, improve, use or maintain the Premises at its sole and absolute discretion; 

c. non-exclusive; and
d. personal to the Grantee-- this ROE and the interest therein granted may not be transferred or assigned, nor shall it transfer or otherwise convey to Grantee’s heirs or successors. This ROE shall be extinguished upon the occurrence of any of the following: (i) the death of the Grantee, or the bankruptcy or dissolution of the Grantee’s business, as applicable; (ii) the fulfillment or completion of the purpose(s) for which this ROE is granted; (iii) the revocation of this ROE by FAA; (iv) the expiration of the term hereof; or (v) the abandonment of this ROE by the Grantee. 

5. CONDITION OF PREMISES: The Grantee acknowledges that it has inspected the Premises, knows its condition, and understands that permission to use the same is granted without any representations or warranties whatsoever and without any obligation on the part of the FAA.

6. LAWS AND ORDINANCES: In the exercise of the privileges granted by this ROE, Grantee shall comply with all applicable state, municipal and local laws, and the laws, rules, orders, regulations and requirements of the United States.

7. RESTORATION: Upon termination of the use of this ROE, Grantee shall restore the Premises to the condition existing on the effective date of this ROE, reasonable wear and tear excepted, and repair any damage caused by its presence or use. Any property of the Grantee installed or located on the Premises shall be removed. At the option of the FAA, and upon thirty (30) days’ written notice therefrom, the Grantee shall be required to restore the FAA’s property its original condition. If Grantee fails to remove all structures and improvements, except those owned by the FAA, within a reasonable period, as determined by the FAA in its sole and absolute discretion, such structures and improvements shall become the property of the FAA. In such case, the FAA reserves the right to remove Grantee’s improvements, restore the Premises to a condition determined by FAA to be satisfactory, and to hold Grantee liable for all costs thereof. 

8. INDEMNIFICATION: Grantee hereby agrees to indemnify, defend and save harmless, the FAA, its officers, agents and employees from: 

a. Any and all claims and demands which may be made against the FAA, its officers, agents or employees by reason of any injury to, or death of, any person, or damage suffered or sustained by any person or corporation caused by, or alleged to have been caused by, any act or omission, negligent or otherwise, of Grantee or any of Grantee’s contractors, agents, employees, or persons invited or allowed on the Premises by Grantee; and

b. Liability for any and all damage to, or destruction of, FAA property, whether or not such property was occupied or used by the Grantee, caused by any act or omission, negligent or otherwise, of Grantee or any of Grantee’s contractors, agents, employees or persons invited or allowed on the Premises by Grantee. 

9. HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES: The Grantee shall not store, release or dispose of any hazardous substance on the FAA’s property that is subject to this ROE. Hazardous substances are those substances designated by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) that may present substantial danger to human health and the environment. If any hazardous substance contamination is found after the inspection or investigation of the subject site by FAA or by any other duly authorized federal agency, and the contamination is determined by FAA to be a direct result of the Grantee’s actions, the Grantee agrees to pay for any and all costs incurred to identify, evaluate and remediate the contamination. Such liability shall be in addition to the requirement that the Grantee indemnify FAA as set forth in paragraph 8 of this ROE.

10. ENVIRONMENTAL LIABILITY: In the exercise of any privileges granted by this ROE, Grantee is required to comply with environmental laws and regulations and exercise due diligence to prevent any negative effects on the environment (i.e., wetland, soil, air, water or groundwater). The Grantee shall comply with any use restrictions and use only the area designated in this ROE. If any contamination or damage is found by FAA or any other duly authorized federal agency, and such contamination or damage directly resulted from the Grantee’s actions, as determined by the FAA, the Grantee agrees to pay for any and all costs incurred to evaluate, clean up, and restore the damaged property to the satisfaction of FAA and any other duly authorized federal agency.
