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CLAUSE: 

(a) In the performance of this contract, the Contractor must give preference to products composed of the highest percentage of biobased material practicable and make maximum use of biobased products that are United States Department of Agriculture (USDA)-designated items. The decision not to procure such products will be based on a determination that such products within a product category:
(1)Are not reasonably available within a reasonable period of time;
(2)Fail to meet the performance standards set forth in the applicable specifications or fail to meet the reasonable performance standards of the procuring agencies; or
(3)Are only available at an unreasonable price.

(c) In the performance of this contract, the Contractor will:
(1) Report to the System for Award Management (SAM), https://www.sam.gov, with copies to both the CO and the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR), on the product types and dollar value of any USDA-designated biobased products purchased by the Contractor during the previous Government fiscal year, between October 1 and September 30;
(2) Submit this report no later than:

 		 (i) October 31 of each year during contract performance; and
  		(ii) At the end of contract performance.

(End of clause) 

PRESCRIPTION: 

Must be used in service or construction SIRs and contracts unless the contract will not involve the use of USDA-designated biobased products at http://www.biopreferred.gov or 7 CFR Part 2902.  When this clause is used, the provision at 3.6.3-18 Biobased Product Certification must be used as well.
