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CLAUSE: 

(a) Definitions.  As used in this clause:

(1) Postconsumer fiber means paper, paperboard, and fibrous materials from retail stores, office buildings, homes and so forth, after they have passed through their end-usage as a consumer item, including: used corrugated boxes; old newspapers; old magazines; mixed waste paper; tabulating cards; and used cordage.  It includes all paper, paperboard, and fibrous materials that enter and are collected from municipal solid waste.

(2) Postconsumer fiber does not include fiber derived from printers' over-runs, converters' scrap, and over-issue publications.

(b) Unless otherwise specified in the contract, electronic delivery of all documents, such as offers, letters, or reports, is preferred.

(c) All paper documents submitted by the Contractor to FAA must be printed/copied double-sided unless otherwise specified by FAA.  If uncoated printing and writing paper is used, FAA's preference is for uncoated paper containing at least 50 percent post-consumer recycled content.  If uncoated paper containing at least 50 percent post-consumer recycled content is not practicable, then FAA must use uncoated paper containing at least 30 percent post-consumer recycled content.  The decision not to procure such items will be based on a determination that such procurement items:
(1)Are not reasonably available within a reasonable period of time;
(2)Fail to meet the performance standards set forth in the applicable specifications or fail to meet the reasonable performance standards of the procuring agencies; or
(3)Are only available at an unreasonable price.
