3.6.3-7 Waste Management and Pollution Prevention (January 2020)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause:
(1) "Recycling" means the series of activities including collection, separation, and processing from which products or other materials are recovered from a solid waste stream for use in the form of raw materials in the manufacture of products other than fuel for producing heat or power by combustion.
(2) "Waste prevention" means any change in the design, manufacturing, purchase, or use of materials or products (including packaging) to reduce their amount of toxicity before they are discarded. Waste prevention also refers to the reuse of products or materials.
(3) "Waste reduction," as used in this clause, means preventing or decreasing the amount of waste being generated through waste prevention, recycling, or purchasing recycled and environmentally preferable products.

(4) "Waste diversion" as used in this clause, means redirecting materials that might otherwise be placed in the waste stream to recycling or reuse and keeping them from entering a disposal facility, excluding waste-to-energy facilities.  Waste prevention, reuse, composting, mulching, recycling, and donation are generally accepted diversion methods.

(b) Consistent with the requirements of Executive Order (EO) 13834, the Contractor must establish a program to promote cost-effective waste reduction in all operations and facilities covered by this contract. Any such program must comply with applicable Federal, State, and local requirements, specifically including Section 6002 of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (42 U.S.C. 6901, et seq.) and implementing regulations.

(c) Contractor must reduce and divert waste in accordance with Executive Order 13834. Contractor must track non-hazardous solid waste diversion efforts and provide a Non-hazardous Solid Waste Diversion Report to the COR (or person designated by the COR) each month.  The Non-hazardous Waste Diversion Report must contain the following information:

(1) FAA facility name and address, report date and reporting period;
(2) Municipal solid waste facility name and address;
(3) Certified recycling facility name and address;
(4) Offsite composting facility name and address, if applicable;
(5) Month;
(6) Weight of disposed waste in short tons less container weight and method of measurement;
(7) Weight of recycled waste in short tons less container weight, method of measurement and types of materials;
(8) Weight of composted waste (offsite) in short tons less container weight, method of measurement and types of materials;
(9) Weight of reused materials in short tons less container weight, method of measurement and types of materials;
(10) Total waste stream weight in short tons less container weight; and
(11) The Contractor must ensure that facilities used for recycling, reuse, and disposal are authorized for the intended use to the required extent by federal, state, and local regulations.

Must be used in all SIRs and contracts requiring waste management services (including janitorial or custodial services) at Government-owned or leased facilities. 
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
