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CLAUSE: 

(a) The Contractor must ensure that any energy-consuming products specified or supplied to the Government are ENERGY STAR® products or products designated under the Federal Energy Management Program (FEMP) of the Department of Energy.

This includes energy-consuming products that are:

   (1) Delivered;
   (2) Acquired by the Contractor in performing services at a Government-controlled facility;
   (3) Furnished by the Contractor for use by the Government;
   (4) Specified in the design of a Government building or facility; or
   (5) Provided as material or supply for incorporation into the construction, renovation, or maintenance of a Government building or facility.

(b) The Contractor must provide the most energy efficient products available that are life cycle cost-effective and consistent with functional requirements.

(c) The decision not to procure ENERGY STAR labeled and FEMP designated products will be based on a determination that such procurement items:
  
 (1)Are not reasonably available within a reasonable period of time;
(2) Fail to meet the performance standards set forth in the applicable specifications or fail to meet the reasonable performance standards of the procuring agencies; or
(3)Are only available at an unreasonable price.

(End of Clause)

PRESCRIPTION: 

Must be used in all SIRs and contracts when procuring energy-consuming products that will affect Government energy consumption.  This may include energy-consuming products that will be delivered by a contractor, acquired by a contractor in the performance of services at a Government-controlled facility, furnished by a contractor for use by the Government, or specified in the design, construction, renovation, or maintenance of a facility.
