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CLAUSE: 

(a) As required by EO 13834, and in accordance with the Clean Air Act Section 612, the Contractor must ensure that products that are purchased as a direct result of this contract will contain no ozone depleting substances or high global warming potential hydrofluorocarbons, wherever such alternatives exist as identified by the Significant New Alternative Policy (SNAP).

PRESCRIPTION: 

Must be used in SIRs and contracts for refrigeration equipment; air conditioning equipment; clean agent fire suppression systems/equipment; bulk refrigerants and fire suppressants; solvents, dusters, freezing compounds, mold release agents, and other miscellaneous chemical specialty that may contain ozone-depleting substances or high global warming potential hydrofluorocarbons; corrosion prevention compounds, foam sealants, aerosol mold release agents, and any other preservative or sealing compound that may contain ozone-depleting substances or high global warming potential hydrofluorocarbons; fluorocarbon lubricants; and any other manufactured end products that may contain or be manufactured with ozone-depleting substances.   Use with clause 3.6.3-9.  This clause does not apply to contracts to be performed outside the United States, its possessions, and Puerto Rico.
