	Grantor hereby confirms, establishes, grants, and conveys to the Government and its successors and assigns an exclusive Aerial Easement in, on, over, and across the easement property. The Agreement includes the right to prohibit all obstructions above ground surface as shown on [identify attachment/exhibit- for example:“VOR Aerial Easement/Clear-Zone Criteria” identified as Exhibit “B”], attached hereto and made a part hereof, together with the right to trim, cut, fell, and remove trees, underbrush, obstructions and other obstacles (e.g., vegetation structures) or obstacles that abridge the rights hereby granted. The Government shall provide the Grantor at least fifteen (15) days’ notice prior to any work being performed by the Government. The Agreement herein granted does not convey any right or interest in the Easement property, except as stated herein. The Grantor shall not be prevented from use of the Easement property for the type and height of the permitted exceptions shown on [Exhibit “B"]. Further, this Aerial Easement is subject to existing structures in place under existing easements for public roads and highways, public utilities, railroads, and pipelines, and any present or future use by Grantor and assigns, provided such use does not interfere with the operation of the Government's facility and with prior concurrence by the Government. Grantor or Grantor’s contractor/agent is required to go to website https://oeaaa.faa.gov to submit essential data for Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) evaluation prior to any construction or alteration, including any construction activities planned/performed by third parties.
