If the FAA or other authorized Agency finds any hazardous substance contamination during inspection, or at any time during the life of the permit agreement, and the contamination is determined to be a direct result of the Permittee's actions, the Permittee agrees to pay for all cost(s) incurred to identify, evaluate, and remediate the contamination.
